IMPORTANT POULTRY INFORMATION 
For birds exhibited at the county fair in the 
Southwind Extension District that originate from 
Kansas do not need to be tested before the fair until 
2027. Birds will then be tested every 5 years. Now, if 
your bird comes from out of state you will be 
required to test within 90 days of the fair or show 
proof of clean flock certificate.

KSU AGRONOMY CAMP 
K-State’s College of Ag is excited to introduce a new 
opportunity for high school students to learn about 
amazing career opportunities in agronomy, grain 
science and food production through the "Feeding 
Your Future"  2024 summer youth camp.  This is a 
collaboration between the Agronomy and Grain 
Science Departments to increase awareness of our 
degree programs and to encourage future 
enrollment with K-State Ag. 

• Camp activities will feature Agronomy, Milling 
Science, Bakery Science, and Feed and Pet 
Food Science. 

• As many as 30 campers will be engaged in 
hands-on learning during workshops on the 
Manhattan campus. 

• The camp will include a career night for them 
to make connections between what they’ve 
learned during the week and the variety of 
careers available in agronomy and grain 
science. Student’s will tour K-State's feed and 
flour mills, bake labs, and agronomy research 
farms. 

 Also included are 4 nights of lodging & meals in a 
residence hall, bowling, pizza night, and Saturday 
brunch for up to 2 guests. The campers are asked to 
pay a $75 registration fee however waivers are 
available. The rest of the cost will be covered by our 
industry partners. Campers are responsible for their 
transportation to and from the university. The camp 
is designed for upcoming high school sophomores, 
juniors, and seniors and is a great opportunity to 
learn about our bakery, milling, feed & pet food, and 
agronomy programs.

MILES KESSINGER SCHOLARSHIP 
Miles Kessinger Scholarship is awarded for the 
purpose of attending Allen Community College. This 
scholarship is to be awarded annually to an Allen 
County 4-H member and/or a Woodson County 4-H 
member who is a graduating senior. Those eligible to 
apply for this scholarship must have been a 4-H 
member for at least three years, be of good moral 
character and have financial need. This scholarship is 
worth $500.00 and is payable to the recipient. The 
scholarship winner must use this award in the school 
year selected, otherwise he/she will be required to 
re-apply.

POULTRY AND RABBIT PROJECT MEMBERS 
New for the 2024 Bourbon County Fair. 4-H members 
enrolled in the Rabbit project will be allowed to sell a 
fryer pen of 3 rabbits. 4-H members enrolled in the 
Poultry project will be allowed to sell a broiler pen of 
3 birds during the Youth Livestock Auction on Friday 
evening of the fair. The following rules will apply. 
Rabbit Fryer Pen Rules 

• A Fryer pen will consist of a pen of 3 rabbits 
either all male or all female. 

• They must be all of the same breed and each 
exhibitor will be responsible for obtaining their 
own rabbits. 

• Exhibitors are limited to 1 entry. 

• Weight of pen should range from 10 lbs. to 17 
lbs. 

• Fryer pen will be weighed as a pen in a cage at 
Livestock Weigh-in. 

• The fryer pen is eligible to sell in the Youth 
Livestock Sale and will count as 1 of the 
maximums of 2 species an exhibitor is eligible 
to sell. 

Poultry Broiler Pen Rules 

• A broiler pen will consist of 3 birds of the same 
breed male or female. 

• Birds will all come from the same hatch with 
superintendent placing the order for the bird’s 
minimum of 10 birds per exhibitor to be picked 
up approximately 6-7 weeks prior to fair. 
Exhibitors must notify Extension office prior to 
this date if participating in this project so 
enough birds can be ordered. These will be 
Cornish Cross. 

• Exhibitors are limited to one entry. 

• Weight of pen should range from 12 lbs. To 19 
lbs. 

• Broiler pen will be weight as a pen in a cage at 
Livestock Weigh-in. 

• Broiler pen will be eligible to sell in the Youth 
Livestock Sale and will count as 1 of the 
maximums of 2 species an exhibitor is eligible 
to sell.

All animals in this 
division, regardless of sex, will be exhibited by 
weight.  
 
BEEF TAGGING 
Beef Tagging/Weigh-in will be held at the Neosho 
County Fairgrounds on Sunday, March 10th from 1-3 
pm. Please note the new location! In order for the 
event to run smoothly – all trailers must enter the 
SOUTH gate and the line will form there. Once 
finished, trailers will exit out the East or West gate. 
Cost for tags is $4 each. Beef animals that need to be 
tagged – market beef and feeder beef. If you have 
questions, please contact Krista Harding at  
620-244-3826. 
 
SHEEP/MEAT GOAT/SWINE TAGGING & WEIGHING 
Please mark your calendar for Monday, April 29th 
from 5:00 p.m. – 7:00 p.m. at the fairgrounds in Erie. 
The cost per tag is $4.00. If you are unable to make 
the date, please make arrangement for someone else 
to bring your animals in. If you have questions, 
please contact Krista Harding at 620-244-3826.
